Dear Student and Relevant Official,
The purpose of this clinical practice / summer internship is to enable students of Yozgat Bozok University, Sarıkaya School of Physiotherapy and Rehabilitation to observe the application of their theoretical and practical knowledge in the clinical setting, to identify their shortcomings, to guide their work in the subsequent period of their studies and in their professional life in the light of this knowledge and experience, to enable students to become acquainted with their profession, and to contribute to the development of relationships between the University and health institutions by establishing such relationships.
Responsibilities of Students Performing the Summer Internship:
Students performing the summer internship:
1. must comply with the summer internship application programme approved by the Applied Training Commission. They may not change the date or institution of practice without the Commission’s approval;
1. must have the forms to be completed in connection with the summer internship approved by the responsible physiotherapist and deliver them to the academic advisor in a sealed and stamped envelope within 15 working days at the latest after the end of the summer internship;
1. perform the physiotherapy and rehabilitation assessments planned under the supervision of the responsible physiotherapist for patients diagnosed by a physician, and apply the treatment programme;
1. are obliged to comply with the working and safety rules of the institution where they perform the summer internship, and to use the tools and equipment they use with care;
1. bear all responsibility arising from the failure to fulfil their duties and responsibilities, and shall be subject to proceedings in accordance with the provisions of the relevant disciplinary regulations;
1. must dress in accordance with the dress code regulations of the public institutions and organisations where the summer internship is performed;
1. are prohibited from sharing visual and audio (photograph, video, audio recording, etc.) information belonging to patients on social media, even if the patient’s consent has been obtained.
Points to Consider when Writing the Internship Logbook
This logbook, which carries a weight of 30% in the formation of your summer internship grade, should be completed taking into account the following points:
1. The logbook shall be completed in handwriting using a blue ballpoint pen.
1. Do not forget to complete in full the fields to be filled in on the cover and inner cover of the logbook, and to have the relevant area stamped and signed by the enterprise/institution.
1. Complete all fields of the logbook and the attendance record that must be filled in. No signature or required field should be left incomplete.
1. When completing the work plan pages, describe the work performed on the day represented by the relevant page clearly and comprehensibly, conveying the content of the work performed. The internship file should describe the work carried out each day according to the plan during the internship, rather than textbook information. Supporting information, images, and figures may be included. In the case of participation in educational activities, the subject, objectives, and benefits of the training and the applications carried out in connection with the training should be described.
1. On the vocational practice/internship evaluation page at the enterprise, the final outcome of the work carried out at the end of the internship period and what the internship has provided to the student should be described.
1. When completing the vocational practice/internship logbook at the enterprise, pay attention to Turkish spelling and orthography rules; the completed logbook must be spiral-bound or filed in an orderly manner at the end of the internship.
1. The writing must be legible and orderly. Medical terms must be used correctly and comprehensibly. Patient privacy must always be protected, and patients’ personal information must be kept confidential.
1. Comments about patients and their conditions must be made without prejudice and impartially. The procedures, assessments, and interventions performed must be explained in detail.
1. The language used in the internship logbook must be professional and academic.
1. In the “Summer Internship” performed in the 2nd and 3rd years, the internship logbook must consist of at least 3 cases. Additional cases may be prepared by increasing the number of pages of the case report.
1. The internship logbook must be submitted to the academic advisor within 15 working days following the completion of the internship.
1. For information required beyond the points specified, you may contact the School.
